Terry Shrock's 1969 GTO 
Original Owner tells his story 

 
     During the latter part of 1968 I was living in Dayton, Ohio where I had graduated 
from the University of Dayton in 1966, went to Chicago for about a year and came 
back when an opening occurred at the Dayton office.  I was in the market for a new 
car, especially since my 1956 Olds 88 was having costly electrical problems.  It was 
the 1968 GTO that had won the Motor Trend Car of the Year and while I liked the 
68, except for the window wing, I also was impressed with the Dodge Charger.  
After spending lots of time looking at cars it came down to the GTO and the Dodge 
Charger.  I used up a lot of time going back and forth between Paddock Pontiac and 
the local Dodge dealer.  While I definitely wanted a convertible, having a convertible 
in Ohio was not nearly as big a deal as it would later be in California.  I also wanted 
air conditioning, pretty much unheard of in a convertible, and a 4-speed 
transmission.  The Charger did not offer a convertible and I was told that I could not 
get both air conditioning and a 4-speed transmission.  The Charger was eliminated 
and I chose the Pontiac.  At first I was going with the LeMans but got caught up in 
the GTO hype, turned down the HO options and the Judge option, and on 12-27-68 
I placed my order for the GTO convertible, Vordoro green, gold interior with a dark 
green convertible top.  The total price was $4038.50.

    After calling the dealer two or 
three times a day for almost two 
weeks, it arrived on January 10, 
1969, but needed to be detailed.  I 
went to the dealer anyway during 
lunch, in the snow, and saw it in 
the back lot.  After work I went 
directly to the dealership, spoke to 
my salesman, Mr. Habestro, and 
awaited delivery.  The paper work 
was all done, or so I thought.   
Seems there was a small problem:  
My original order did not include 

tinted windows which was a requirement on GTOs with air-conditioning. The 
salesman needed another $150.00.  After practicing law for 20 years I now know 
better but wrote him a check and drove away in the snow with my poly-glass tires 
and no posi-traction.   
 
     I took my first trip in April, 1969.  Four of us drove to Ft. Lauderdale for Easter 
Vacation.  I used my car as a daily driver  until moving to California in January, 
1973.  I drove from Ohio to Sacramento and drove it daily throughout law school, 
having well over 50,000 miles.   
     When I purchased a new car for my law office I was able to think about doing 
some restoration on the SUNGOAT.  I met Rick Torres, the then President of the 
Northern California GTO Club in Sacramento, found a reliable mechanic and started 
to do some modifications.  We did a lot of cars shows and parades and road trips.  In 
early 1989 I was hired by San Diego County and moved to Carlsbad.  I trailered the 
GTO behind a giant U-Haul.  I met a good mechanic at the T-Bird Diner Cruise and 
had some more work done,  including the paint.  
      I bought a Corvette and got 
involved in a local Corvette Club 
for a few years but always wanted 
to get the SUNGOAT back on the 
road.  Too may toys, so I sold the 
Vette and had Mel's Auto Repair 
get my GTO back on the road.   
    I had the Block bored to 406 
cid, installed an Edlebrock 
Performance Package with an 
aluminum hi-rise Manifold, TRW 
Forged Pistons, custom coated 
headers, flowmaster 3" exhaust, Street Demon 750 double pump carb, Holly 
electronic fuel pump, MSD ignition, 17" American Racing Aluminum wheels with 
Nitto tires, slicks on the rear, Tre-mac 5-speed overdrive transmission and custom 
built rear end.   
     I have been a member of SDPOCI for almost two years and really enjoy getting 
back into the car scene, especially in Southern California, where it all started. 
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 You know you are a car nut when…..? 
I’m not going to keep you in suspense 
this time. 
You know you are a car nut when you 
and your buddies go drag racing in the 
snow!!!???

You will read more details in the “Racers report” 
but I wanted to tell you my perspective on the 
trip to Palmdale in the middle of the snow storm.

Pontiac Drag Days Race #7 and Race #8 
 

      The seventh race in the eight race PDD series was October 16.  After running two 
rounds race 7 was canceled due to high winds and blowing sand.  They decided to 
make up the race by starting at round two again at the beginning of race eight on 
November 20.  Gates opened at 7:30 AM, with the first time trial being at 9:00.  For 
those racers still in round 2, this was the only time trial.  We then completed race seven 
and went directly into race 8.  Race 7 was good to the “local boys”.  Mac and I both 
made it into the finals.  I had an interesting trip there.  In the re-run of round two I was 
racing Harry Khodanian.  Harry dialed a 10.30 and I dialed an 11.08.  My RT was 
0.046.  After I was launched I saw that Harry red lit (-0.028).  We both ran it out the 
back door.  I turned an 11.078 on an 11.08 (no breakout as Harry got a red light), and 
Harry ran 9.93 on his 10.30.  However, I still beat him to the finish line by several car 
lengths.  That is not possible!  He got an earlier start than I  

 did, and he broke out by much more than I did.  He should have gotten to the finish 
line much sooner.  I looked closely at my time slip and they had me dialed in at 11.88, 

a big time mistake!  
However, I did not check the 
dial-in board at the starting 

line to make sure it was 
correct.  Once you stage you 
accept what is on the board, 
even if it is wrong.  I only 

won because of Harry’s red 
light.  My third round race 
(semi-finals) was with the 

eventual second place finisher for the year, Keith Valentine.  I had a better RT than he 
did, forcing him to break out. I ran an 11.105 on an 11.08. That brought up the finals

race between Mac and me.    

 
     Mac had been getting great RT’s, and he was running his number.  His time trial 
was 9.681 with a 0.009 light.  His RT in the second round elimination run (the first 
round was in October) was 0.001 – WOW!  He was able to let off at the end and still 

cover his competitor, 
Hube Olofsson.  His 
third round race was a 
bye and he had a 0.014 
light.  Not enough 
adrenalin with no 
competition.  That brings 
us to the final round.  I 
knew I needed to be on 
kill for this race.  My 
RT’s were consistently 
0.040’s – 0.050’s, so I 

took 0.040 seconds out of my delay box.  Unfortunately that was a little too much.  I 
dialed in an 11.11 and Mac dialed a 9.64.  We both red lit, but the first red light loses.  
Mine was -0.003 and Mac’s was -0.010.  The adrenalin got to both of us.  I ran an 
11.122 on my 11.11 and Mac ran a 9.590 on his 9.64.   
      That made two first place finishes in a row for Mac. 
 

 
On to race 8 

     Mac’s first round race was against Marty Haracz in the RSB Motorsports dragster.  
 Mac’s car lost several tenths (9.849 on a 9.59), and at the end of the track the throttle 
stuck half way open.  Upon returning to the pits he found that he had left a rag in the 
inlet to the “Toilet”.  This was to keep foreign objects out of the engine during the 
driver’s meeting.  The “Toilet” is like a carburetor, but it is a special setup for alcohol 
injection.  My first round race was against Tom Cwayna.  He dialed a 10.92 and I 
dialed an 11.11.  I caught him sleeping on the tree so I was able to slow to 11.233 at 10 
mph slower than I had been running.  B/T/W, I put 0.020 back in the box due to the 
previous red light, and my RT ended up being 0.020.  For round 2 I dialed an 11.10 as 
the air seemed to be getting better.  Kelly Lutz dialed a 9.90.  It was a great race.  RT’s 
were 0.024/0.019 in my favor.  I was in the right lane and towards the end of the track 
I looked over and didn’t see him so I hit the brakes.  Then I saw and heard him and I 
got back on it.  It was too late.  He passed me doing 135 with a margin of victory of 
0.008 seconds.  That is close enough that you are not sure who has won when you 
cross the line.   

      To complete the race 8 details, Marty Haracz got to the finals to meet Robert 
Johnson in Jim Wangers’ Ponte Carlo.  By this time it was dark.  Marty spun the tires 
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Johnson in Jim Wangers’ Ponte Carlo.  By this time it was dark.  Marty spun the tires 
on the dragster, looking like a sure loss.  However, Robert did the same thing that I 
did.  The dragster has no lights, so Robert couldn’t see where Marty was.  To assure no 
breakout, Robert let off in time to hear a 152 mph whoosh go by him.  Marty had his 
first win in the Pro Bracket.  The irony of it was that it was one of those “ugly days” 
for Marty.  The new engine was having some bugs and not performing up to 
expectations.  In addition he was spinning the tires on almost every run.  He had to 
keep a time cushion in his delay box in case it ever did hook up (which would decrease 
his RT), so his lights were all 0.040’s-0.050’s.  However, it was his day.  I already 
described how he won in the first round against Mac.  Then Keith Valentine red lit in 
the second round (-0.073), and Kelly Lutz red lit in the third round (-0.001).  His fourth 
round was a bye when he ran a very tire spinning 9.90.  What to do in the finals?  Mac 
talked the track personnel into spraying some VHT at the beginning of the strip.  Marty 
assumed it would hook up some so he dialed a 9.40.  His quickest run of the day had 
been 8.90.  When Robert let off at the end of the track, Marty passed him and then let 
off himself.  He ran a slowing 135 with a 9.49 ET.  

Congratulations to Marty  and to Bill Takanabe, owner of the dragster and of RSB 
Motorsports. 

     Also attending race 8 was our Pres, Jerry Beaudry and a new co-driver, Alan 
Sugarman.  Alan did well enough that he might be hooked as well.  His best light was 
a 0.035, which is outstanding.  The car had four ET’s between 14.07 and 14.11, and 
then it had one run of 14.56.  Unfortunately the slow run was the first elimination run.  
The track was going away and even the 18” tires on the car couldn’t make up for it.  
Watch out for “The Mean Indian” next year.  It will have a killer RSB Motorsports 
stroked engine that should be well over 700 HP.  It looks like I didn’t get my new 
engine done soon enough, as mine is not expected to put out quite as much power as 
Jerry’s (and Steve Levin’s) new power plant. 

Pontiac Drag Days Results for the  2004 Season 

     I had a very good season this year.  I wanted to win this year more than ever before, and I 
was finally able to do it.  I am very proud of the fact that in eight races I never lost in the first 
round.  I have never come close to that before.  I ended up with a point total of 329 to Keith 
Valentine’s second place finish at 238.  That finish resulted in a $690 contribution to my car 
fund.  Robert Johnson finished strong enough in the last race to move into third place at 227 
points.  If he had beaten Marty he would have tied for second.  Mac only ran the last 4 races of 
the 8 race series as his car was ailing early in the year.  He still finished with 168 points.  At 
that rate he would have had at least 252 for a full season, which would have made him at least 
second.  I think Mac will be on kill next year as all of his car bugs are now worked out. 
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      Even though the racing and the 
banquet were over, there was still a 
little excitement left.  When I went 
outside the hotel in Palmdale on 
Sunday morning there was snow on 
the foothills.  As we headed out 138 
we started seeing snow on the ground 
where we were driving. 

     
     
 
 
 
 
It continued to get worse as we approached 
the intersection to Wrightwood, which is 
4800’ elevation.  As you can see from the 
pictures, there was a lot of snow.  It snowed 
up to 48” in that area over night.  We 
stopped for a couple of pictures, a few 
snowballs, and continued on.  There was 

even a lot of snow on the ground at Cajon Junction, which is where Hwy 138 and I-15 
intersect.  The MacDonald’s was actually closed, which I have never seen before.  We 
assumed the employees must have lived in the mountains and were unable to make it to work.  
It was quite an exciting finish to the race year.

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GTO EXHIBIT AT THE SAN DIEGO INTERNATIONAL AUTO 
SHOW

      As most of you know, this years San Diego International Auto Show will 
include a special exhibit, the 40th Anniversary of the GTO. SDPOCI has 
contracted with Motor Trend Auto Shows, the sponsor of the International Auto 
Shows, to put on the exhibit. The San Diego show runs from Dec. 29th through 
Jan. 2nd, and is at the SD Convention Center, and the GTO’s will be on display for 
the entire length of the auto show. The plan is to have 1 of every GTO from 1964, 
the first year Pontiac offered the GTO, to 1974, the last year Pontiac offered the 
GTO until it was revived in 2004, and new 2004 models. The 2005 GTO’s are not 
due out until January, but we are working with Pontiac to possibly get a 2005 if 
they are available to dealers by the time of the show. Most of the GTO’s on exhibit 
will be from the ranks of SDPOCI, but some years were not available in our club 
and we had to search far and wide to fill the roster. A number of us went to the 
GTOAA Western Regional in San Pedro in September, and there we were able to 
sign up Phil Mandanici and his ’73 Colonnade Hardtop GTO Coupe, and Tom 
Vasquez with his ’71 GTO coupe.  The hardest find was a ’74. There were not 
many 74 GTO's produced, as this was the time of the gas wars and the push by 
Detroit and the consumers was to go the economy route, and the big muscle cars of 
the 60's and early 70's were becoming a thing of the past. Bill Dunne has enough 
parts in his garage to build a dozen ’74 goats, but none will be finished in time for 
the Auto Show. We finally were able to locate an original, unrestored ’74 goat up 
in San Jose, whose owner, Hugo Tafel, has agreed to trailer his ‘74 down for the 
show. Some of you may remember Hugo; he took the Long Distance Award at our 
2003 PIP show for driving his 69 Firebird down from San Jose. Hugo's 74 will be a 
great addition to the exhibit. 

     Jim Wangers has agreed to participate in the exhibit, and will be holding a 
number of speaking engagements at the show. Jim will also be providing his 1969 
GTO Judge, and his 1966 GTO Tiger, for the exhibit.  
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     John Talcott will be providing his unrestored (ha ha), unmodified black 2004 
GTO, and Greg Raymond will be providing his radically altered, race ready, red 
2004 GTO. Greg’s ’04 is very close to an ‘05, as it has a scooped hood with ram 
air and real dual exhaust, as will be standard on the ’05 models, although I don’t 
believe the ‘05’s will come equipped with NOS and 20” wheels!  

     This will be a great show, and we are ordering custom polo shirts for folks who 
will be manning the exhibit. These shirts are available for anybody in the club to 
purchase, contact Jim Thomson for more details.

Ham and Swiss Quiche 
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Activities for December 

 
3 eggs 
2 Tbl flour 
1/8 tsp nutmeg 
¼ tsp salt 
1/8 tsp white pepper (not black) 
1 cup heavy whipping cream 
¼ cup milk  
1 ½ cups cheese coarse grated   
 (1cup Jack and ½ cup Swiss) 
1 cup finely chopped ham    
 (1 small package 8 oz Danola 
brand) 
½  package frozen pie crust  
(Pillsbury red box) 
¼ cup chopped chives for garnish  

(cut 1/2 inch long) 
     Line a quiche pan with  (1) crust, making sure crust comes up high on the sides to 
accommodate shrinkage from baking.  Partial bake crust at 475 degree oven for 10 to 15 
minutes, or until golden brown.  Cool     Mix grated cheese and chopped ham in bowl, add 
to cooled crust.   

Custard  

     Wisk first 5 ingredients together until incorporated.  Add cream and milk and wisk until 
blended.  Pour over ham and cheese filled crust.  Place on FLAT cookie sheet for baking.  
Take a very long strip of aluminum foil going around entire quiche, covering the edges of 
crust so they do not over brown. 

Bake in 375 degree oven for 40 to 50 minutes or when knife inserted comes out clean.   
5 minutes before baking is done, add chopped chives to top.
