Dyno Day!
Well, after all of the problems | experienced with my “project engine/as finally

completed in March and we pursued a date for the dyno. Jerry Beaudry had been helping
Alan Sugarman with the rebuild of his 455, and it was done about the same time as my
engine. To save money we shared a dyno day at the Vrbancic Brothers io Omtari

March 21. Alan and Jerry went first. The first good pull on Alan’s engine made 394

HP, pretty good for a street engine. After that run they decided to advaniceitige t

to see if they could get to the 400 mark. Something must have gone wrong with the
timing setup as the engine started pumping a lot of oil smoke out of the breathers.

The engine was shut off and looked at for symptoms. It had blown oil out the back of the
crankshaft, and when the #6 plug was removed a fountain of water came out. Hopefully
it is just a blown head gasket and cracked ring! We then hooked my 482 up and did some
pulls. The best run was 710 HP at 6500 RPM and 634 Ib-ft of torque at 5100 RPM. We
tried a total of three carburetors and three manifold spacer configurations. yhe onl
change from the very first run to the best run was to retard the timing fraad aftd2

degrees down to 30 degrees. We have a few things to review, but the results weren’t bad.
