Pontiac Drag Days Race #8

There were three SDPOCI members racing in the eighth and last raceedsbe, plus our friend Bill
Takanabe (RSB Motorsports). All four of us went out the first round, details below. Thedan absolute
mess. Although the temperature was in the mid-70’s, there was a strong Sactaditian which makes the
desert very uncomfortable. At least it does for me since | am allergicttdrdaddition the ANRA was there
again for a weekend of racing. We had to wait a very long time between rounds, and orednal tihey
stopped running us right in the middle of the line. We were in the Staging lanes fon tverrand a half on
that run. At least they wrapped up the ANRA qualifying early so we could hot-lapeatwaur year end
banquet (about 2.5 hours late). We had to skip the buy-back race in order to finish sooner. | thiokusan
will refuse to go to Palmdale again if we know the ANRA is running on the same day.

Jerry Beaudry was out again with the Mean Indian, along with his pit crew — Ad¢gar8an.

Something went wrong in the process of retiming his engine before thenfiestrtal and he couldn’t get it
started. In the end he installed a borrowed distributor just in time
to make the third and last time-trial. On his first elimination run he
dialed a 10.78 and he ran a 10.791 with an RT of 0.032. His
opponents 0.016 RT ended up determining the winner at the end.
However, it was a great run for Jerry, especially with the pressure
and aggravation of his timing problem. Mac had his car out on
gasoline and with a carburetor. He normally runs alcohol through
an injection system called a “Flying Toilet”. Due to the logistic
problems with ANRA he only got two time trial runs, a 9.96 and a
10.06. He dialed a 9.99 on his elimination run, but he discovered
new way to have a problem (the same difficulty that | have been

having). He dialed a lower number because his water temperaturg

appeared to be down to 125 degrees. It turned out that he must
have had a bubble in the water because when he finished his burn out and braked to stagedadkofthes
water temperature shot up to 200 degrees. That slowed the car down to another 10.06. His RT was 0.03
his opponent’s 0.024, and the other car ran 11.04 on an 11.03. Bill Takanabe lost a heart breakenaslis c
running consistently in the 9.34 region. He dialed a 9.34 and cut a 0.004 RT, which was good for the low
of the day.
