San Diego International Auto Show Dec. 27 
through the 31st.  I contacted the organizers of the 
show after seeing a photograph of John Erdman’s 
’65 GTO being used as the poster car for this 
years auto show. You may have seen John’s car 
plastered on billboards throughout San Diego in 
the weeks leading up to the show. If you didn’t, 
John has pictures of every one of the 38 
billboards and would be more than happy to show 
you!  The show organizers were not even aware 
the car was from San Diego and jumped at the 
chance to have it and other Pontiacs on display at 
the show. The display was billed as a “Pontiac 
Muscle Car Exhibit” and included Duncan’s ’64 
GTO, John’s ’65 GTO, Jerry Beaudry’s ’66 GTO,

was right across from the La Jolla

The big difference is the Symbolic 
folks were actually trying to sell their cars 
while we were constantly saying “No, 
sorry, not for sale!”.

Pontiac Drag Days 

        This is an odd report for me to do.  PDD#1 was January 20th.  Since my car is still down I did not attend 
the race.  This is only the second race I have missed since the end of the year 2000.  The other race I missed 
was the day my daughter got married - November 2, 2002.  I don’t have all of the details, but I was told that 
the track was terrible.  A friend of mine runs the Sportsman class where he usually runs low to mid-12’s with 
60’ times in the low 1.70’s.  His sixty’s at this event were over 2 seconds and he had ET’s in the 13’s, 14’s 
and 15’s.  That is pretty terrible!  Hopefully the track will be better next month.  I will probably not be ready 
in time for that race either.  I am targeting making the Pontiac Heaven races in Phoenix, and hopefully I have a 
chance to do at least one test-n-tune before that.  That is always a fun event with Pontiac Heaven race being on 
Saturday, March 31 and the Musclecar Heaven race on Sunday, April 1.  Hopefully other SDPOCI club 
members can attend as well. 

Project Post Mortem  
I got some good news in the mail on Christmas Eve.  I got an official recall letter for my MR-1 block.  
Fortunately I had not yet invested in getting any testing done as it is no longer necessary.  It has been sent 
back to them and I am awaiting a replacement.  I will have the new block tested to be sure what I have.  In the 
meantime the progress on my engine using the IA-II block is slow.  The machine work is done, but I had some 
additional work done to the heads, and because of that I will also be using a slightly different cam.  The heads 
now flow 360 CFM with great mid-lift numbers.  I am also upgrading to taller and stronger springs as there 
was some evidence of valve bounce on the old valve stems.  Right now the long pull is the camshaft.  I am 
hoping to have all parts in hand by about February 5th and completing the assembly by February 12th.  I will 
then have it on the dyno one more time and then install it in the car.  It is going to be tight to have it ready 
before the Pontiac Heaven Drags, but I ‘m sure going to give it a shot.  

General  
       As most of you know my wife passed away three years ago on January 6.  
Her next project for the house was going to be to replace the indoor/outdoor 
carpet in the kitchen with tile.  At first I thought I would just go ahead and 
replace the carpet, but I waited long enough to come to the same conclusion 
that she did – tile would be best.  I finally picked out the tile (with help from 
my neighbor and my daughter), and the process started just after Christmas.  
The tile work was being done by my neighbor (Dave) and his older children.  
When I helped him unload the tile into my garage he said that his shoulder had 
been hurting.  He ended up going into the hospital the day the work on my floor 
began.  Within a few days he was diagnosed as having a Staph infection.  They 
thought they could treat it but it had spread into other areas of his body.  He 
died on January 2nd at the age of 53.  I explain this to lead into something else.  



To get the tile work done I have to clear the floors, which means emptying a lot of cabinets that must be 
moved.  To get the kitchen done I had to box up everything in our China cabinet, which was a lot.  Now that 
the kitchen is done I have to do the same thing with my tall stereo/curio cabinet.  I was emptying the shelves 
when I came across a picture that had been stuffed in there and forgotten.  I think it is one of the best pictures I 
have seen of my wife.  You have to accept the fact that I happen to be in it as well!   This was taken at Caesars 
Palace in Las Vegas in 1984.  I believe it was at a Wayne Newton concert.  This was a pleasant surprise in the 
middle of a lot of work.
