Pontiac Drag Days 
There was no racing this past month.  The next PDD race is January 20 at LACR.  The first 4 races (Jan, Feb, 
Mar, Apr) will be there, and then the last 3 races will be at California Speedway (Fontana).  Dates for the races 
at Fontana are July 1, August 12 and October 21.  The other race a lot of us attend is in Phoenix.  Saturday, 
March 31 will be the Pontiac Heaven race and Sunday, April 1 will be the Musclecar Heaven race. 

Project Post Mortem 
Well, I got my BRAND NEW engine apart.  This time when I pulled the engine I left the automatic 
transmission attached, as the bellhousing bolts are very difficult to deal with due to the extra thickness of the 
Ultrabell housing.  I started at 10 and had it out by 4, doing all of the work myself.  I was pleased with getting 
it out so quickly.  Subsequent disassembly of the engine did not find any obvious defects with the MR-1 
block.  The only problem encountered was that I could not get the studs out of the front of the block that the 
front cover goes over.  They seized up so much that I was afraid they were going to break.  Next the block will 
go to Valley Metal Treating in Pomona to do a Brinell Hardness test.  I need the results of that and a Zyglo 
(test for cracks) before I can figure out the future of this block.  In the meantime I have received my All 
Pontiac IA-II block.  It is at the shop getting measured and machined.  Since the pan rail sits 1/8” lower than a 
stock engine I went ahead and had Race Cars & Stuff cut down the cross member to assure there would be no 
interference.  I am pursuing some minor changes in the valve train at the same time.  It looks like I will not be 
able to make the next PDD race, but I hope to be done in February some time.  Will it ever end? 

General 
It has been fun getting ready for Christmas, 
even though my daughter does all of my buying 
for me.

(North end of the San Fernando Valley) where 
the rest of the family will also meet.  Then we 
come back home that night and do Christmas 
Day at my Daughter’s house.
