The engine is a little smaller at 366 c.i., but it is a much higher tech engmthéhald ones. Plus the tire and
suspension technology actually gets the power to the ground.

The
new ones just get up and go. | had given thought to these cars last year when John Bsdooatemwplating
ordering one. | told him at the time that | thought an automatic would be a maiegb@taround car, even
though driving a stick shift is fun. 1 still thought this was the case when | wassabout getting one
myself, but | wanted to make sure | drove the manual trans car just to be suriest Bligno ride was in one
with an automatic. It is pretty easy to make the auto car get goingafetap, which | made sure | did with
the Sales Manager. |told him | was pretty sure | wanted an auto, butMestikd to drive the 6-spd manual
just to be sure. He brought out another car and away we went. | think someone had told Hadthat/en
before, and | certainly made that point to him. 1told him that | really wantasribog' it out” to see how it
performed. Itis pretty easy going from a rolling start, but it can be aetiffetory from a dead stop. | did
the rolling start through a couple of gears to feel out the car and the shlitan.| told him | wanted to bonsai
for a dead stop. Again | reminded him that | knew what | was doing. He said “gh &ondtl did. |
launched the car similar to the way | would launch my old GTO on street tiregliffénence is that the new
one only spun the tires for about 6 feet. | whacked the gears assuming | could etneplietnsition into the
next gear before | could get the clutch out, i.e., | didn’t wait to assure invgasir before | let the clutch out.
The shifter is not a race shifter, but it did pretty well. A good chirp of rubber withadahe two gear
changes and we were moving pretty good. | stopped after getting into thirdspee were going fast
enough. | did that twice and figured that was a fair test. | was surprise¢bet&ales Manager held up so
well under it. The car was very impressive, but | confirmed that the auto wolllesdiimore practical
vehicle for my intended use. The performance between the two is very clbsbhenastuto actual doing a little
better from 0-60, but the stick car will catch it before the end of the quarter noitk.trBnsmissions will get
you from zero to 60 in less than 5 seconds, and they will both do the quarter mile in the lowo¥8ts180
mph. That is on street tires with A/C and all of the creature comforts. Thidltpsesty impressive. The
motivating force is the LS-2, which is basically the Corvette engine.al6if Liter all aluminum V-8 that
puts out 400 HP and 400 Ilb-ft of torque. Gas mileage is advertised as 16/21 for the auto and 17/25 for th
manual. Surprisingly | am actually getting the advertised mileage.

The only options for the car are the 6-speed manual transmission and 18" wheels. ikelith®t18”
wheels so | stuck with the standard 17” set. The stick shift option is actissllgipensive overall. The
manual option is about $700 over the automatic, but there is a $1300 gas guzzler tax on tHeasatbad
the car a little over 2 months now and I just hit 3,000 miles. The car handles greas anblall ito drive. If
you are a complaining die-hard Pontiac purist then you might want to take oneifea.aldrey are very easy
to like. If you don’t want to buy a new car, don’t drive a new GTO.
