Racer’s Report 

July 2007 
 

 
Pontiac Drag Days 
 
June 9th was the fifth actual PDD race of the season, with the April 21st race being canceled.  I understand that 
the turnout was very light (about 24 cars total), but that the track was in better condition than previous races.  
Since the last race it has also been announced that LACR will be closing on July 29th.  PDD has scheduled 
their last race of the season (and at LACR) for Sunday, July 22nd.  Gates open at 9:00 AM and the annual 
banquet will follow the end of the race. 
 

Rebuilt 482 – The Odyssey Continues 
 
Well, I did a compression test on my new engine after the Antique Drags.  Bad news again!  After removing 
the engine it was determined that the ring gaps were too tight.  They were set for alcohol, which I don’t run.  
Alcohol runs much cooler than gasoline so the ring gaps are set much tighter.  The result was that the ring 
ends butted against each other and wiped the Moly off of the rings.  This created a lot of blow-by, reducing 
my oil capacity.  I was already at a marginal oil capacity, so losing some out of the pan evac, and then having 
to stop fast at Barona took the remaining oil away from the oil pump.  That spun the #5 rod bearings.  It also 
did minor damage to that journal of the crank.  The crank is getting metal added to the journal and turned back 
to “standard”.  I also had to replace two rods.  All of my bad karma continues through this process.  Crower 
was reorganizing their storage and no one could get any rods from them at all.  I called Kelly Novak and he 
got me two as soon as he could, including machining them to the correct big end and small end weights.  Then 
the crank went to Castillo’s for repair and the ion nitride treatment.  It was sitting on the floor to go to the shop 
that does the ion nitride process when an overzealous trucker noticed that it said Crower on it and he picked it 
up to take it to Chula Vista.  It got recovered, but caused an additional schedule delay.  I THINK everything is 
OK now, and I’m hoping the engine will be assembled and ready to install the weekend of July 7th.  I’m going 
back to using my Canton “kick out” pan that has an extra quart of oil capacity for the rebuild.  It also seemed 
prudent to assure that I don’t run into oil starvation again so I am adding an oil accumulator called an 
Accusump.  See the section below for how it works.  I got a used one that holds three quarts and has an 
electric control valve.  The bottle itself is over 20” long and 4.25” in diameter.  It still had 20 psi in it when I 
got it, which I conveniently forgot about.  I handled it a lot in finding the right place on the J-bar to mount it so 
that it would not interfere with anything else.  Then I wanted to see if I had snap-ring pliers large enough to 
remove a 4” snap-ring.  At this point I forgot the bottle still had pressure in it.  I couldn’t remove the ring by 
myself so I went to a neighbor’s for assistance.  He squeezed the snap-ring and I got behind it with a 
screwdriver to get it out.  It came out with a very loud boom, exploding the end cap with the gauge on it into 
my face.  A 4” end cap at 20 psi calculates to about 250 pounds of force propelling the end cap outwards.  I 
don’t highly recommend doing it this way!  I told everyone (about six people standing around) that I’m sure it 



wasn’t the most stupid thing that I’ve ever done, but it’s right up there.  It left 
me with several nasty cuts and bruises.  Oh well, stuff happens.  It continued to 
get uglier looking and hurt more, but that's life.  Tuesday night I started getting 
so dizzy that I was afraid I was going to fall in the shower.  I decided I'd better 
see a doctor the next day.  They sent me for a CT scan in the afternoon.  They 
were great providing quick feedback - I got a call about 5:30 that the scan did 
not show anything abnormal.  Now I will follow up with an Ear Nose and 
Throat specialist, but the major concern is over.  Hopefully the dizziness is 
temporary and totally independent from the injury. 
 
 
I’m healing fine, and I got the bottle rebuilt and mounted over the June 23rd weekend.  I can’t plumb the 
remote filter until the engine is in, and then I will also be adding a vacuum pump.  What challenges or 
problems will come up next month?  Stay tuned. 
 
Accusump (Oil Accumulator) 
 
This is a device that retains additional oil to provide to the engine when it needs it.  The unit I will be using 
holds 3 extra quarts.  To install one requires a remote oil filter.  The output of the accumulator ties into the line 
that goes from the output of the filter to the engine block.  For the first start up of a new engine you load the 

accumulator and then pressurize it to 100 psi.  There is a control 
valve that you keep closed for this process.  Before engine startup 
you open the valve and the bottle pressure forces the oil into the 
engine oil passages.  You close the accumulator valve before you 
shut off the engine, thus saving oil in the accumulator that is stored at 
the pressure that existed with the engine last running.  Now the cycle 
starts all over again.  Besides providing a pre-oiling capability, it also 
provides oil anytime the engine oil pressure drops below the pressure 
in the accumulator.  This would keep the engine from running out of 
oil upon hard braking, or any other time that the oil pump pickup 
might get uncovered. 

 

Other Races 
 
The next races are the POCI Nationals in Tulsa on July 13th and the 
last Pontiac Drag Days race at LACR on July 22nd.  It’s obvious 
that my car won’t be making it to Tulsa anyway.  However, a 
business trip has come that also would have precluded the time 
required to tow the car home.  I have to be in Columbia, SC on 
July 18th, so I will leave early and visit the races and the 
convention in Tulsa first.  Then I will spend a few days with 
relatives in that area and then wrap up with the business trip.  It 
will be hectic, but it should be fun.
