      All polished, waxed and ready to go ….BE IMPOUNDED!!!!    
Sad but true.  Almost home from an 
exciting day at the car show in Laguna 
Hills Show & Shine on Saturday 
February 3rd, I decided to stop at the 
local store for some beverages for the 
next day Super Bowl.  As I was 
completing the purchase, the storeowner 
looked outside and said, “NICE, very 
cool car”, to which I humbly beamed, 
“Yes,  1970 GTO Judge, Ram Air 3, 365 
hp, fast and fun”.  He came out to check 
out the car in more detail as I started it 
up.  Flowmasters rumbling nicely, I 
backed out of the parking spot, put the 
car into first and slightly revved the 
engine, hopefully impressing the shop 
owner.  Well wouldn’t you know it, as I 
was revving the engine, my foot slipped 

off the clutch, leaving a 7 foot burn out!!!  Dang, hate when that happens – and I hated even worse the next 45 
minutes.  Little did I know there were two San Marcos officers about 250 feet away, finishing up a traffic stop.  
(I did measure and document everything on Sunday morning). 
 
As I passed them on the side road and to a stop sign, I thought, “Close call, gotta get that clutch pedal checked 
out”.  I took a left and so did they and proceeded to flip on their siren and lights.  So, I pull into the Express 
Tire about 100 feet away and was followed in by the squad car.  The older of the two officers comes up to the 
passenger side window and asks, “Do you know why I am pulling you over?” to which I responded, “No sir I 
do not.”

Pontiac Drag Days 

         This is another odd report for me to do as I also missed the second PDD race.  I may have to start calling 
it the Spectator’s Report instead of the Racer’s Report.  Since I didn’t attend I don’t have a lot of detail, but I 
know that Robert Johnson won the Pro Bracket in Jim Wangers’ Ponte-Carlo.  I was told there were only 6 
cars in the Pro Bracket, but there were a total of about 37 cars in attendance.  That is a bit better than last time.  
It still sounded like the track wasn’t the best, but I did not hear of any bad incidents.  PDD#3 will be on March 
17, which I will also miss - details below.  Also, it looks like LACR will be open long enough for the series to 
run the complete season there, so they will not have to move to Fontana after the first half of racing.   

I am still hoping to make the Pontiac Heaven races in Phoenix, but it looks like that will be my inaugural event 
at best.  That is always a fun event with the Pontiac Heaven race being on Saturday, March 31 and the 
Musclecar Heaven race on Sunday, April 1.  Hopefully other SDPOCI club members can attend as well. 

Project Post Mortem 
       Delays, delays, delays.  My engine rebuild has slipped several weeks.  First the upper end was later than I 
expected, and then we had to do the valve train geometry to select the best pushrod length.  Then the pushrods 
were special ordered and received fairly quickly.  When installed there was a slight interference with the 
pushrod guide hole/tube.   It turned out that a slightly longer pushrod would clear OK, so a second set was 
ordered at 9.350”.  They showed up Thursday, Feb 22.  However, the manufacturer must have misread the 
9.35” as 7.35” as they came in about 2” short.  The second new ones have arrived and a dyno plan is in place, 
but we can’t get it on the dyno until the week of March 12.  That leaves me two weekends to get everything 
back together and running so that I can still make the Phoenix race.  That will be tight, but even if I make it I 
will be breaking it in for the first time at that race.  Oh well, if that’s the only way I can do it that’s how it will 
be.  What an odyssey this engine has been.  It has taken almost three years to go from having a supposedly 
good engine to having to replace the factory block, and then having to replace the MR-1 block.  B/T/W, the 
forecast is that a replacement MR-1 block will be shipped about March 2.  It’s a good thing I didn’t wait for 
the replacement as it would have taken several more months to finish the overhaul. 

General 
I got a glimpse of Mac’s new racecar project while visiting Marty at 
Race Cars & Stuff one weekend.  Although it has a long way to go, 
there has been an awful lot of progress.  The car is going to be so low 
that Mac will have to use extended ramps for his trailer.  As huge as the 
tires are, you will barely be able to see them. 

Highlights of the car are - Chromemoly Chassis, built by RACE CARS 
& STUFF to NHRA 25-1 specs and it will be the home for an RSB 
Motorsports prepared 500+ CI Pontiac Blown Alky Injected 
powerplant.  Engine components will include lightened IA-II Block, 



Moldex Billet Crank, BME Rods and Pistons, AllPontiac Tiger Blower Prepped Cylinder Heads, Custom 
Intake, 14-71 Kolbelco rotored Blower with Enderle prepped hat and distribution system.  Engine will be 
backed up with Mike’s Monster Glide with Mechanical Diode Convertor and Timing systems.   

 

 

Needless to say it will be a monster.
