1 150z can Asparagus Spears from Green Giant
(These are in the tall can and work best)
1 package 8oz package cream cheese (softened, microwave 35 seconds)
(Do not use tub cheese as it will not set up properly to slice)
1 package 12 oz Danola Ham
(This ham is the perfect thickness and rolls up well)

Drain asparagus on paper towels to reduce moisture. Lay 2 pieces of ham together on

flat surface and repeat 7 times (there will be 1 extra piece) Pat hanthkiryaper
towels. Divide softened cream cheese between the ham and spread sudatie
of ham. Divide spears between ham. Roll up tightly and lay on paper towels of

N plate.




Cover with paper towel to absorb any excess liquid. Cover and refrigerate overnight.

Slice each roll into 6 slices and arrange on plate. Put cut ends (2 each roll) down
toward bottom of plate. Refrigerate again before serving for up to 24 hours.

These can be made 2 days in advance and then cut a few hours before sefving.
