El Capitan High School had a car show on October 21 to raise funds for the girls’ 
soccer team.  Dave and Cindy Keetch were there with their “new” ’67 GTO, and I 
towed my ’64 Tempest down.  It was a very nice show with a lot of nice cars.  They 

are going to make it an annual event on a 
Sunday that the Chargers aren’t playing.  
We were disappointed that the ’67 GTO 
that Les Chase donated to the Auto Shop 
did not make it out.  We have not yet 
found out what the problem was. 
 
 

After the nice show I towed back up I-15 at about 2:00.  There was a LOT of smoke 
to drive through as I got to RB.  It turned out this was the beginning of the 
devastating fires.  My daughter and her family live just West of CSUSM.  Monday morning at 5:15 they got a 
reverse 911 call to evacuate to escape the Coronado fire.  They all came over to my house until they got the all 
clear to return.  By that time the danger had moved to my house.  I decided I had better be prepared, so I 
unloaded all of the race gear that I keep in the truck and then loaded it up with the important things that I 
needed to get out of the house.  I stayed in this mode until Wednesday, when I finally unloaded everything and 
put it back up.  There was no choice of going to work as I work in RB, and the plant was closed for those three 
days.  There was no damage at the plant, but there was a lot of damage a few blocks north.  My daughter and I 
were also lucky that there was no damage to our houses.  I went up a hill a block from my house to get a look 
at the valley.  The palm trees looked like giant sunflowers due to the high winds, which is what made it so 
scary.  My first day back to work was Thursday, and what do we see before lunch but a flight of four military 
helicopters going right by the plant with one of them landing in RB.  It was President Bush coming in on his 
visit to RB and then Kit Carson Park in Escondido. 
 
What a frightening experience and déjà vu from the Cedar and Paradise fires.  There is a new development of 
two story homes just east of me on the hill that is the West side of Lake Dixon.  The name of the development 
is Chaparral Ridge.  I think they may want to consider a name change!
