Barona Antique Drags 

      The Antique Drags became a two day affair this year, with the weather cooperating quite nicely.  It rained 
on me Saturday morning as I loaded the car, but once we were at the track it was fine.  I say we as Robert 
Johnson and I caravanned up there, and Jerry Beaudry and Alan Sugarman were already there saving great 
parking places for us.  Thanks guys! On that topic, Alan got to make a few runs in the “Mean Indian”, and he 
did an outstanding job!  I believe he ended up running a best of about 6.74 at 103.  Jerry’s experience in the 
car got it to a 6.57 at 104, but that was a fantastic accomplishment by Alan in just a few runs!  Do we have 
another racer in our midst? 
 
Saturday racing didn’t start until 2:00, but there were so few cars 
in attendance on the first day that you could get in as many runs as 
you wanted.  This was the first time out with my “repaired” engine 
as I just got it running over Labor Day.  The engine break-in 
procedure is getting done at the track as it did not get onto the 
dyno this time.  The performance started out slow but consistent, 
running in the mid 6.60’s at about 102.  By the eighth race of the 
weekend it finally turned in a 6.57 at 104, so I hope it keeps 
improving as the engine breaks in more.  I’m not used to the roll-
out at Barona (the amount of time the car stays in the staging 
beams on the launch), so my lights were pretty inconsistent for 
awhile.  Until the last run I had a best of a 0.028.  I took a little out of the delay box for the first round of the 
bracket race they had.  I guess I was finally getting used to the starting line, plus my lights are always quicker 
in “real” races.  I ended up with a 0.001 red light.  It would have been an awesome race as we both broke out 
by about the same amount, but “woulda-coulda-shoulda”.  It was a fun event, and I look forward to doing it 
again. 
 
Robert Johnson was there with Gordon Wangers Chevelle that had a new 532” street engine in it.  He started 
out in the low-mid 7’s, but by the end of the event he was at 6.74 and 104.  I’m sure there is more there when 
he gets a chance to tune it some more.  Good job Robert!

Jim Wangers and Art Petersen are having a book signing (Pontiac Pizazz) at Rickie and Ronnie’s Diner in 
Torrance on Sunday, September 30.  I made my reservation at the Marriott in Torrance for the night before to 
participate in the cruise, the dinner and the bench racing sessions.
