Rebuilt 482 — The Odyssey Continues

Well, I've actually made a lot of progress in the last month. | got theemrgid transmission in and then
worked on all of the new accessories. First | got the vacuum pump installed, vaisich neally bad. The
key was having a fitting in the valve cover to plug in to. | tried fitting ttexr@tor on the driver’s side, but it
just wouldn’t go with the mounting scheme that | had. | didn’t want to waste anyimereith it so | will
have to address it in the future. The challenge was getting the remoteodrdt the oil accumulator
installed. The fittings are so big for AN-10 fittings that they end up being anlgét than you would think. |
installed the remote filter, but | had to take it off and move it higher on the firenz¢ able to accommodate
all of the steel braided lines and fittings. | don’t think it looks quite as bad as theepidepict, but it is quite
busy. The biggest challenge was getting the oil accumulator line into atfiig @nd into the block. The
length of fittings seemed extraordinarily long. Plus | had to keep sejdbe fittings as | went as the best
ones to use didn’'t match what | had purchased. The last adaptation | had to make wkxkathe-starter to
get it out of the way of the oil drain back lines that were installed in the pan. Thissitated rerouting of the
power wire to the starter to assure it cleared the headers and was not tocdlegrtund. | think everything
looked good, but we will see.

Now all of the new stuff that was required is done so all | have to do is finishggetnything else back
together. My biggest concern is the integrity of the braided lines that | made. | phessure will peak at
about 100 psi, so | am hoping none of them leak. | won’t know until | can actually start iheye i a good
chance that I will be trying to start it over the Labor Day weekend. | havengers crossed! | hope
everyone has a more laid back Labor Day holiday than | will have, but | wiladdgafinally get the car back
together.

That'’s all the skinny for now, so “see ya’ at the tree” (one of these days)
